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Content Summary:

 
This presentation pairs interactive music with age-appropriate activities and simplified signs to introduce age-appropriate movement for early childhood. The songs are original, engaging and fun, but they are also purposeful, allowing young learners to feel the connection between music and the development of fundamental movement skills. Vincent uses songs to demonstrate music and movement enrich children’s lives and provide a platform for the lifelong development of both physical and non-cognitive skills. Among the many physical skills to be presented are balance, hand and body coordination, crossing the body mid-line, directed movement (right/ left, up/down, fast/slow/stop), stretching. These fundamental movement skills for early childhood, and the development of parallel vocabulary, along with movements and simplified ASL-based signs accompany every song.

Vincent Nunes’ award-winning, curriculum-based music for children is original and interactive. It has received numerous national awards (Parents’ Choice Award, NAPPA, Children’s Music Web Award, Parent’s Guide to Children’s Media Award, and Family Choice Award). He has presented keynotes and workshops at teacher conferences from Massachusetts to California, and from Texas to Michigan, including the annual conference for the National Association for the Education of Young Children, for more than 30 years as an early childhood music specialist.
